The charity is run by a group of dedicated individuals;

the overheads are minimal ensuring that the funds get to
where they are needed. We are ecstatic with the support
that we have been able to o er various recipients over

the years. However it is often frustrating that we have to
choose which potential recipients are most worthy as

our limited funds can only be spread so far. As the word
spreads that we are an organisation dedicated to providing
support to the disabled the number of request for help
grows exponentially. The fact that we are located in a
growth corridor also exacerbates the situation. In order to
be able to meet these growing needs it is important for us
to continue to evolve and explore further avenues for fund
raising. To date we have largely relied on our signature
fund raising event “The Corporate Board Meeting” and
our Annual Movie Night plus the Surfing Memorabilia

Auctions that we run in conjunction with these events.



Because this charity’s roots are grounded in surfing
and those involved are closely tied to the surfing
lifestyle it is a natural progression for us to seek
greater participation from those within our sport,
whether it be surfers within the local community
or those companies that benefit from surfing

The Annual Charity Surf Competition

The Annual Charity Surf Competition event, which
started in 2003, is run at the beginning of November
each year and draws on the enthusiasm and generosity
of the Surfing and Business communities to participate
in an amateur surfing competition where the emphasis
is on fun. It is also a great opportunity for surfers to get
together in the water, have a good time and broaden

their local business contacts.

36 corporate teams of four surfers take to the water in
heats to battle it out with a special points scoring system
that slightly favours “more mature” surfers. Each team
must have at least one “Malibu” or longboard. The comp
is open to young and old, amateur and pro, trade and

professional.

Surf Memorabilia Auction
We run a surf memorabilia auction after the main event,
with signed items from the surfing greats and other

nostalgic items that draw great interest.

Classic Surf Movie Night
There is also a movie night in May where we screen
a classic surf movie at the Lake Kawana Community

Centre. It’s a great fun night for all the family.
